Event Program

Saturday 12th

Times and rapid location subject to change

Sprint (time trail) from RnR put in to bottom of Alarm Clock. Approximate start 8.00am.
Slalom 1st run at Staircase Rapid, rafts off at 3 min intervals.  Approximate start 10.00am.
Slalom 2nd run, time to be advised.

Head to head Sprint at Cardstone Waves.  Approximate start 1.00pm.

Downriver Cardstone to Rec.Park/ Bridge. Approximate start 4.00pm.
The Down River race over its length encompasses a descent of about 50 vertical metres, through rapids and waterfalls up to Grade 4, through the Tully. The total DR is about 14 km in length but is a run able part of the river Rapids are negotiable without too much practice.  The raft race would need to be self-sufficient for all aspects of the competition ( Timing ,Judges etc) and all competitors must assist in the running of the event (Start, Finish banners, Gates and course erection and dismantling, safety).
Presentations - presentations in the Gorge area.

Event Description
The event will be the 2010 Australian Rafting Federation White Water Rafting Championships, held on the 12th June 2010. It consists of a qualifying race followed by the final consisting of a head-to-head elimination race, a slalom race and a down river race.  

The event will only be open to those who can clearly demonstrate that they have a level of skill and experience suitable to safely participate. A rigorous screening process will be in place for this purpose. Up to 50+ competitors are expected. 

Event Location
The event will be held on the Tully River it is one of only a few areas in the world, which combine challenging white-water up to class 4, in a spectacular gorge with excellent access. Importantly, the flow of the river is controlled by Koombalooomba Dam located some 5 km upstream allowing a measured flow that is predictable in terms of difficulty and hazard management. Note that class 5 white-water is at the top end of that paddled competitively around the world.

The previous high profile events in the Gorge included a round of the World Kayak Slalom cup, held in 1975 attracted was very successful and is useful in proving the viability of the site for this event. The World Cup event attracted 50 competitors from around the world.

Event Timing
 The temperature of the water is at this time is warm and controlled flows can be arranged to boost water flows or decrease volume on the Tully river adding to the flexibility of this world class venue. The timing of the event is 14 months before the 2011 IRF World Championships in Coast Rica and offers the opportunity for winning teams to effect a training program with the support of the ARF.
Event Organisation
The rafting event will have consultants from the Australian Rafting Federation to help in organisation and running the event.  The key personnel are John McCrossin who will oversee the event, and is the Secretary of the Australian Rafting Federation, Glen Merrick who is the Australian Rafting Federation Race Director, and Andrew Midgley, Safety Director.
The White Water Rafting Nationals 2010, although a separate event, will be run concurrently with the Rumble on the River Raft Challenge the following day.  Although both events are separate and independent from each other both our teams have committed to work closely together to ensure that each event will run efficiently and safely together.

John McCrossin – Event Director
Australian Rafting Stalwart since 1991. 6 times Captain Australian Team’s 1991 to 1998. Race/Event Director at all Australian National Championships since 1991.A professional river guide since 1987 working currently working as a raft company operations manager. In excess of 5000 commercial river trips. Huge national and international experience of river rafting and exposure to international competition.

Glen Merrick – Race Director
Glen - Huge national and international experience of river rafting and exposure to international competition s in the extremes of Africa and most recently India. Operations manager trip leader and safety kayaker on the Grade 5 Zambezi and competent white water rescue technician.  He has also been three times race director of the India Cup.
Andrew Midgley – Safety Director
Andrew – An accredited IRF Judge, he is a long term commercial river guide.  He has extensive rafting experience in Indonesia, Australia and other countries. Andrew also has vest experience in rock climbing and abseiling.  He’s a rope work technician, competent in swift water rescue.
Event Permits
The principle stakeholders, whose support is critical for the event, are the EPA, QLD Government - Department of Sport & Recreation, Raft and Rainforest, Raging Thunder and the Cassowary Coast Regional Council. These companies and authorities responsible that need to be taken into consideration for the management and existing commercial operations of the gorge area and surrounds. Stanwell Corporation Ltd. is the authority responsible for Koombaloomba Dam and therefore controls the release of water at Kareeya Power station from this storage.

This may include voluntary withdrawal from event if I deem it too difficult and/or dangerous for my level of experience and skill.
2. I agree to fully assume the risks and dangers, regardless of their nature. 
3. In my judgment, I have sufficient skill, competence and experience to participate safely in the event. I certify that I am physically fit, have sufficiently trained for participation in this event, and have not been advised otherwise by a qualified medical person.
